- Gastroenterological Research -

Gastroenterological research in Germany is conducted at universities as well as non-university research institutes. The Deutsche Forschungsgemeinschaft (DFG, German Research
Foundation) is a major funding organisation to support gastroenterological research at universities. Important German research organisations such as the Fraunhofer Society (applied
research), the Leibniz Association (basic and applied research), the Helmholtz Association (research on grand challenges) and the Max Planck Society (basic research) maintain own
research institutes with specific foci. Some research institutes and programmes are funded directly by the federal and state governments. There also exist private and public foundations

that support research in Germany, for example the Alexander von Humboldt Foundation (AvH). Graduate training is provided at universities and non-university research institutions in
cooperation with universities. Here, besides the DFG also the Helmholtz Association, the Max Planck Society and the Leibniz Association offer graduate training programmes which may
also be related to gastroenterological research. There also exist PhD programmes and PhD tunding schemes by the state governments, the German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD)
and foundations.
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
